DAY 1/QUITO-Arrival and transfer to the plantation of
Hacienda Bellavista to the south of Quito. Hot cinnamon
drink and local snacks will be served to welcome you.
Introduction to customs and traditions of the hacienda.
Shared facilities.

DAY 2/HACIENDA BELLAVISTA-Wake to the crowing of
the rooster, help milk the cows early in the morning, walk
along trials as the sun rises and then have a delicious
“chagra” (local cowboy breakfast). Vista a “huasipungo”
which is plots of land given to the indigenous people
working on the hacienda and see the milling of cows, the
vegetable garden, the house of the steward, the grazing
land and the crops. Learn about their secrets: how to
grow corn, potatoes, beans, pumpkins and participate in
their activities. Have a typical lunch of the Andes with
beans, potatoes, corn and chicken. In the afternoon, you
will go horseback riding or walk in the area. At sunset,
there will be a roundup of the cattle. Then, a moonlit 
dinner next to a bonfire. Night in the hacienda.

DAY 3/HACIENDA BELLAVISTA-GAI EU-After breakfast
you can see the products that are preserved, native plans
and the research activities of the INIAP Station. Lunch.
In the afternoon, a trip to the north to Gaia Eu to visit 
a beautiful holistic organic farm that uses sustainable 
techniques, located in the valley of Guayllabamba. Here
you will taste the delicious cherimoya fruit and will be
served a welcoming beverage before dinner made of the
organic produce of the farm. Evening talk.

DAY 4/GAIA EU-AT 5:30am, yoga therapy with the energy
of the rising sun for the early birds. Open-air yoga in a
warm dry climate. Breakfast with country eggs, yogurt,
fruit, bread and homemade jam. First encounter with 
clean sustainable farming. Tour of the vegetable garden
and orchard. Explanations about how this holistic farming 
system works. Barbeque for lunch. Participatory farming
activities; sowing, harvesting, weeding and eatering.
Visiting the only dry Andean forest to learn about native
plants. Option: alternative therapies with the pyramid
(sauna) using local medicinal plants. Dinner and accom-
modations.

DAY 5/GAIA EU-SAN CLEMENTE-KICHWA-KARANKI
COMMUNITY-Breakfast, continuation of tour to Imbabura
to discover their wisdom and culture. Excursions to the
impressive volcano of Imbabura. Dinner with the family.
Accommodations.

DAY 6/SAN CLEMENTE-OTAVALO-CHASKI ANTAWA-
At 5am, you will fix breakfast with the family and at 6am
you will go to the market of Otavalo, a mystical spectacle
of customs, smells and bustling crowds of local handicraft
makers and buyers, dressed in their typical attire, brining
their merchandise for display, bargaining over prices and
setting up their stalls and tents. Departure to Ibarra to
take the “Chaski Antawa” messenger train to the Station
of Salinas, climbing from 2200 down to 1500 meters
above sea level. Return to San Clemente. Dinner and
accommodations.

DAY 7/SAN CLEMENTE-QUITO-Breakfast, two hour travel
south to Quito. Arrival in Quito. Accommodations in a first-
class hotel. Quito is a city perched in the Andes, with 
spectacular landscapes and the largest and best preserved
colonial old town of Latin America. Tour the city in a 
traditional bus called the Chiva Don Otto, visiting squares,
churches, narrow winding colonial streets such as La Ronda
whis is full of art and restaurants. Accommodations.

DAY 8/QUITO-Breakfast, transfer to airport. End of tour.
